Lately, I've been remem-
bering my early years in
Masonry, I was Initiated on
June 8th 20 years ago. Robin
was 6 months pregnant with
Anthony. I was working 2 full
time and 2 part times jobs. I
was renovating our condo,
studying Magic, studying for
my proficiencies, long form
only, back then, and attending
Lodge every week that I was
allowed.
