The Masonic Fraternity
stands before the world today,
not merely as a marvelous
monument of antiquity, but
older, larger, and more widely
spread than almost any other
human institution, having

maintained for so many cen-
turies the essentials of its pri-
mary organization.

Freemasonry is a broad
system of ethics, a science of
human duties, and a system of
morals accepted by all reli-
gions as essential to human
excellence based upon the
recognition of Divine Truth,
that mankind has a common
origin and a common destinyj;
that God is the Creator and
Father of all of us.

Why Master is Addressed as
Worshipful

Few Masonic matters are
less understood by the non-
Masonic public than why the
Master is  addressed as
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Worshipful.

The word "worchuppe" (or
"worchyp") is Old English, and
means "greatly respected." In
the Wyclicffe Bible "Honor thy
father and they mother"
appears as "Worchyp thy father
and thy modir." English and
Canadian mayors are still
addressed "Your Worship." In
some of the old Constitutions
of Masonry the phrase "Every
Mason shall prefer his elder and
put him to worship."

"Worshipful," therefore, in
the modern Masonry continues
an ancient word meaning
"greatly respected." Except in
Pennsylvania where the Grand
Master is "Right Worshipful,"
as are Pennsylvania's and
Texas', Past Grand Masters.

"EXCERPTS FROM "WHY DOES FREEMASONRY
SUPPORT PUBLIC SCHOOLS"

Between 1896 and 1954,
Masons throughout America
led the charge for the advance-
ment of enlightenment with its
clarion call for the support of
Public Schools. The first time
the Ancient &  Accepted
Scottish Rite for the Southern
Jurisdiction of the United
States, ventured out into the
world of community service
was to further the cause of
Public Schools.

Each year the California
Grand Lodge and its con-
stituent  Masonic  lodges
throughout the state proclaim
one month to be “Public
Schools Month.” A proclama-
tion is routinely delivered by
the sitting Grand Master, read
aloud in each constituent
lodge during one or more
monthly stated meetings. Its

purpose has always been to
encourage lodges to plan a pro-
gram publicly supporting
Public Schools in a way that
reveals for all to see the depth
of Freemasonry’s commitment.

There is important work
remaining to be done by
California Masons. A kick-off
celebration without something
of substance to follow is little
more than a show — not an
effort to make a profound dif-
ference. Public school advisory
councils drawing upon the tal-
ents and resources of Masons
within  their geographical
boundaries consisting of a mix
of age groups to discuss and
decide upon ways to imple-
ment the Grand Lodge’s strate-
gic plan hold out much prom-
ise for success. Masonry is at its
best when it coordinates its
lodges into a force for good.
The advisory councils can be

such a force.

Equally important, public
school advisory councils pro-
vide an opportunity to
California Masons that might
not otherwise exist: the oppor-
tunity to engage members who
are searching for something
meaningful with which to
make a personal commitment.
As they progress through the
various stages of initiation,
from the First to the Third
Degree, Masons anticipate
learning about how they can be

a part of something that
changes society — and changes
it positively. Our fraternal sup-
port of Public Schools offers
the Craft a wonderful, perhaps
a once-in-a-lifetime chance to
put Masons to work to imple-
ment Masonic values dedicated
to the hope that freedom will
always prevail and that the pur-
suit of knowledge will forever
be available to the rich and the
poor, the high and the low — to
all regardless of station in life.
