PONTERINGS
Next time your in

lodge consider this muse of
applied geometry, hanging
on the wall depicting a
point within a circle with
the two Saints John and
Holy Bible supporting is a
very basic symbol of antiq-
uity that being a point
within a circle. It predates
Christianity and described
by Vitruvius in 30 B.C. in
the book "De Architectura"
and quoted as follows " The
navel is naturally placed in
the center of the human
body, and a man lying with
his face upward, and his
hands and feet extended,
from his navel as the center
of a circle be described it
will touch his fingers and

toes. It is not alone by a cir-
cle , that the human body is
thus circumscribed, as by
placing it with in a square.
For measuring the feet to
the crown of the head and
then across the arms fully
extended, we find the latter
measure equal to the for-
mer; so that lines at right
angles to each other,
enclosing the figure will
form a square. Perhaps the
foregoing reminds you of
Leonardo's depiction of
Vitruvian Man of 1492, So
for those who care to look,
is the pose of an EA or FC,
look to the feet.

BROTHERS, DON’T FORGET TO PAY YOUR 2011 DUES 

MASONIC TRIVIA
A Union general,

Thomas H. Benton, Grand
Master in Iowa, 1860 - 1862,
saved Albert Pikes Masonic
Library at Little Rock,
Arkansas, by placing Federal
Troops around Pike's home
when the city was invaded dur-
ing the Civil War.

John Stafford Smith
(1750-1836), a member of
Royal Somerset House and
Inverness Lodge No. 4,
London, wrote the music
which became our national
anthem.  Its original use is not
known, but at an early date it
was use by an Irish Masonic
orphan’s Home as its song.
When Francis Scott Key uti-
lized this music for the Star
Spangled Banner, it was a pop-
ular drinking song known as
“To Anacreon in heaven”.

Montana's first livestock
brand was the square and
compass; it is still in use.  No
one knows when it was first

used; but it was before 
May 25, 1872, when it
became necessary to date and
register brands then in use.  It
was first owned by Poindexter
T. Orr of Beaverhead County,
Montana Territory.

On November 7, 1935,
President Franklin D.
Roosevelt attended the meet-
ing of Architect Lodge No. 519
in New York and raised two of
his sons, James and Franklin
D., Jr. An honorary member-
ship certificate was presented
to the President by the Lodge.

Shortest time of a living
Mason:  General Thomas A.
Smyth of the Civil War was
raised in Washington Lodge
No. 1 of Delaware on March
6, 1864. He was killed by a
sniper's bullet on April 9
and was buried by his lodge
on April 17, 1864.
